About Our School...

East Hanover Cooperative Nursery School is a non-sectarian, non-discriminatory, fully licensed nursery school that was established in 1986. The Co-op offers a unique program that will develop and stimulate each child socially, emotionally, physically and academically. The school provides a loving, caring and educational environment for each child. Through the warm, positive environment created by the teachers, and the strong support of the parents, the collaborative process equals a quality learning experience for your child.

 The school is run by a Parent Board of Directors, and participation is always appreciated.  Since we are a cooperative nursery school, there are many committees that need a helping hand.  

Programs

Programs are available for 2 1/2 year olds, three-year-olds and four-year-olds. To be eligible for enrollment, children must be 2 1/2, three or four by October 1st.  All children must be toilet trained. 

     Your child will benefit from the low teacher-child ratio in each of the classes. On average, 18 children are enrolled in the four-year-old program, providing a 1:9 teacher/student ratio,.  The three-year-old classes on average have 14 children, a 1:7 ratio. On average the 2 1/2 year old class has a 1:5 ratio.  

There are 4 mandatory requirements for being a part of the Co-op. 

· Provide snack for the entire class on the day your child is assigned to be the helper.  

· Contribute 5 service hours towards a fundraising event.

· Attend 1 toy cleaning per year.

· Join at least one Co-op committee. 

     The children are our main concern.  We provide a warm and caring atmosphere to ensure a happy, safe and loving environment for your child’s first school experience.

Curriculum

 Learning is encouraged through carefully planned activities and through the use of a variety of manipulative materials, educational toys, games and music.  All activities are designed to help the child develop independence, sociability, self-confidence, creativity and enjoyment of learning.
A schedule is followed each day, in which there is time for free play, crafts, group activities, large motor, group discussions and stories.  Parents are always welcome.
Class Schedules and Tuition
Our yearly tuition can be paid either monthly, bi-annually, or annually.  If you choose to pay in ten monthly installments, you will receive a tuition envelope each month.  You will be asked to return the envelope with the tuition payment by the 1st of the month.  The school only accepts checks or money order. 
Tuition will be billed in 10 installments and $100 of your registration deposit will be deducted from June’s tuition.  

If you have more than one child enrolled at the Co-op for the school year, you are eligible to receive a 10% discount on the lower tuition.

Each payment is due on the 1st of the month, but no later than the 5th. After the 5th, a $25.00 late fee will be assessed without exception.  You will also incur a $25.00 fee for any returned checks.  The date your payment is received will be noted and any late fee will be applied as necessary.
